One-time funding available for local educational agencies (LEAs) in Fiscal Year (FY) 2015-16 
shall first satisfy any outstanding mandate claims. Funds may be used for any one-time purpose 
determined by the LEA’s governing board. See Additional Information for details regarding 
legislative intent. 
 
Legislative intent for LEA allocation: prioritize the use of funds for professional development, 
induction for beginning teachers with a focus on relevant mentoring, instructional materials, 
technology infrastructure, and any other investments necessary to support the implementation of 
the common core standards in English language arts and mathematics, English Language 
Development standards and Next Generation Science Standards.  
 
Legislative intent for COE allocation: prioritize funds to support new responsibilities under the 
evolving LCFF accountability structure. 

 

Allocation of funds Amount 
 

• Approve use of approximately  $174,760 in 2015-2016 one-time funding allocated by the state to 
Innovations Academy  to first satisfy outstanding mandate claims, and then, consistent with 
legislative intent, to support one-time expenses.   

• Innovations Academy will prioritize expenses related to professional development, teacher 
induction, instructional materials, technology infrastructure, and other investments that support the 
implementation of the common core standards in English language arts and mathematics, English 
Language Development standards, and Next Generation Science Standards.
